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Experts throw light on termite management

Forest Research Institute
(FRI) Director Dr Savita
has said the institute's
Forest Entomology Divi-
sion has made a major
contribution to termite
study and measures to
control the insect.

Dr Savita was addressing
the inaugural session of a
two-day training  pro-
gramme on ‘Termite Man-
agement and Wood Preser-
vation,’ organised by the
Pet Management Associa-
tion in association with the
FRI here yesterday.

She said the National For-
est Insect Collection (NFIC)
at the FRI had the richest
collection of forest insects
in the country.

Forest Entomology Divi-
sion scientist Dr Mohd
Yousuf said about 4,000 ter-
mite species had been
recorded world over, of which
340 species were found in
India. “Termites may attack
trees with low resistance.
These also attack furniture,
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doors, fixtures, documents,
dothes and even currency
notes,” Yousuf said.

Pest Management Associ-
ation (PMA) president Dr
Sarang Savalekar said the
association had been con-
ducting training and educa-

tional programmes across
the country in association
with agricultural universi-
ties as well as government
organisations.

He expressed desire to
organise more such pro-
grammes with the FRI on

on a regular basis.

Senior FRI scientist Dr
NSK Harsh proposed a vote
of thanks. Pest manage-
ment professionals and stu-
dents of wood science and
technology participated in
the training programme.
