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DEHRADUN: Dehradun’s Indian
Council of Forestry Research
and Education (ICFRE) has
become country’s first desig-
nated operational entity (DOE)
to be accredited by the execu-
tive board of the clean devel-
opment mechanism (CDM) to

validate and certify functions -

in the sectoral scope of
‘afforestation and reforestation’,

Clean development mecha-
nismis a programme under the
United Nations Framework
Convention on Climate Change
(UNFCC), which allows emis-
sion reduction projects in devel-
oping countries to earn certi-
fied mission reduction (CER)
credits, each equivalent to one
tonne of CO2. These CER cred-
its can be traded and sold, and
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used by industrialised countries
to meet a part of their emission
reduction targets under the
Kyoto protocol. CDM projects
can be developed in different
sectors like energy, transport
and forestry.

As per union environment
ministry’s communiqué the

accreditation to the ICFRE is
valid for a period of three years
from the date of issuance and
will allow the ICFRE to verify
and certify any and all projects
pertaining to afforestation
and/or reforestation across the
country. Globally CDM EB has
accredited 12 designated oper-

ditation

ational entities (DOEs) for CDM
afforestation and reforestation
projects. Out of these 12 DOEs,
only 2 were from developing
countries (Korea and
Colombia), and none were from
India.

The acereditation of ICFRE
is certain to provide a fillip to
forestry projects in the coun-

Itis learnt ICFRE is an apex
body in the national forestry
research system. The council
deals with solution-based
forestry research in tune with
the emerging issues of the sec-
tor, including climate change,
conservation of biological diver-
sity, combating desertification
and sustainable management
and development of resources.
The ICFRE applied for DOE
status of UNFCCC on 17th July
2009.
