DEHRADUN: Anti-people policies
have forced villagers and forest
dwellers to turn away their atten-
tion from being conservation-
ists to only extracting benefits
of forest. This was the view of
experts who participated in the
inaugural session of Integrating
Forest Based Enterprises with
Rural for Livelihood
Support and Economic Growth'
held at Indian Council of Forestry
Researchand Education (ICFRE)
on Thursday.

Speaking at the function,
chief guest and prime minister
Manmohan Singh's advisor TKA
Nair conceded that no the public
policy and scheme could suc-
ceed unless it benefited the bot-
tom line and rural population.

He claimed that integrat-
ing public with research and
developmental activities on
forestry could ensure success
of schemes.

Participation of people at
grass-roots level was impor-
tant for the success of forestry
innovations. “Government poli-
cies and plans now focus on one
point goal for integrating com-
munity and their knowledge to
formulate the norms,” said Nair

while addressing the workshop
that also included farmers from
Dehradun district.

Dehradun district panchayat
president Madhu Chauhan said
public plans and policies lacked
provisions for people’s participa-
tion in rural development. “This
hasforced local forest dwellers to
wuxkagamst their responsibilities
of conserving forest. Will of the
people breaks when any person
who wants to take up businesses
linking forestry and rural devel-
opment, is forced to land up in
complex legal and administrative
web,” said Chauhan.

He added that state forest
department would soon come
up with its elaborate plan on
preventing forest fires and
make tall claims about its efforts
but would fail on the ground,
“mainly due to non-involvement
of locals for preventing forest
fires. Departmental officials
have shown apathy towards
locals whenit comes to develop-
ment. Despite this fact, the few
scattered joint forest manage- -
ment projects in the state have
been successful,” said Chauhan.

Earlier, the ICFRE director
general VK Bahuguna said that
there are 1.70 lakh forest fringe
villages in India while about 90
per cent of small and margin-
al farmers depend on forests for
the needs of their cattle and
their own energy requirements.
He also spoke on the history of
forestry in India from the colo-
nial era onwards and detailed
thevarious efforts undertaken
by ICFRE. He said that
increased budg allocation
would help the council work
more in the left wing extrem-
ism affected areas of India.
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India's forests provide life sustaining
resources for around 350 million
people living in and around 32
million hectares of forests. For
