he National Poplar

Commission has recom-
mended its renaming into the
National Commission on
Poplar Wilow and other Short
Rotation Crops with its head-
quarter at Forest Research
Institute, Dehradun, to expand
its scope to include other short

2012, a meeting of the National
Poplar Commission was held,
here, today. Also, during the day,
technical sessions under three
themes listed by IPC at different
venues, election of the new
executive committee, meetings of
working parties and poster
sessions on different themes of IPC
by different partner countries took
place. -

Dr VK Bahuguna, Director
General, ICFRE-cum-Chairman,
National Poplar Commission of
India, chaired the meeting of the
NPC. The NPC meeting was

The meeting
was held to work out the strategy
on propagating Poplar and Willow
in the states of India. The NPC
recommended renaming it as the
"National Commission on Poplar
Willow and other Short Rotation
Crops" with its Headquarters at FRI
Dehradun, to expand its scope to
include other short rotation
species and to expand Poplar to
other states wherever feasible.
Dr PP Bhojvaid, Director,
FRI spoke of creating a corpus,
carrying out SWOT Analysis
learning from the experiences and
to include industry as strong and
active partner. It was proposed that
Dr PP Bhojvaid look after the
functioning of the body and
network with all parties and Dr
Dinesh Kumar, Technical Advisor,
NPC would look after technical
issues under him.
The Executive Committee is
the driving force of the
International Poplar Commission

(IPC). It has 12 members elected
in a personal capacity for a four-
year term, and a maximum of five
members co-opled for the same
duration. The elections to the new
committee were held later during
the day.

During the day, different
business meeting of working
parties were held at specified
locations in the FRI Campus.

Scientific and technical problems
related to poplars and willows are
being investigated by five working
parties of the International Poplar
Commission (IPC) dealing with: (1)
genetics, conservation and
improvement; (2) production
systems; (3) environmental
applications; (4) insect pests & (5)
diseases; (6) harvesting and
utilisation of wood: *

Later during the day voting
for the next Executive Committee
of IPC was held at the IPC- FAO
Secretariat established at FRI. At
the end of the day, the colourful
rhythmic dances including Indian
Classical, Folk and Modern dance
forms from different states of the
host country were presented by the
students of FRI Deemed University
in the Hari Singh Auditorium.
