Dehradun:Indian Council of
Forestry Research and Edu-
cation (ICFRE) will assess
and monitor eco-restoration
of all Coal India Limited
(CIL) mines in the country. A
memorandum of understan-
ding (MoU) to this effect was
signed here on Thursday.
This is believed to be the
firstof itskindalliance by CIL
for eco-restoration of all 430
mines in the country owned
by the publicsector coal giant.
ICFRE would monitor planta-
tion, eco-restoration activiti-
es, preparation of wildlifema-
nagement plans and environ-
ment impact assessment.
Speaking on the occasion,
coal secretary Anil Swarup
said, “We have tied up with
other institutions for eco-res-
toration of some of our coal
mines, But it is for the first ti-
me that we have signed an
MoU for eco-restoration of all
our mines. We will start with
20 mines in the first phase.”
According to Swarup, the
coal ministry is pumping aro-
und US$ 8 million (around Rs
53 crore) for the restoration
project. “The country requi-
res energy for which we need
coal. We have moved ahead in
coal production in the past co-
uple of years but concerns
have been raised that extensi-
ve coal mining has led to deg-
radation of forests. We are
equally concerned about res-
toration of our environment.
