Lands where
irrigation facilities were not
available had several resources
for income, food, medicine and
nutrition. These could give
sustainable income.

Chhattisgarh  Governor
Shekhar Dutt has called
upon the scientists to take
the new food security chal-
lenges head-on in the post-
green revolution scenario.
Inaugurating a seminar
on ‘Livelihood opportuni-
ties in fringe
forests: Research and man-
agement prospective’ at
Forest Research Institute
(FRI), Dehradun, Dutt said
the nation faced a set of
food security challenges
today, which needed to be
tackled by the scientists.
He said the concern of the
states should be to max-
imise the agricultural bene-
fits from degraded lands,

rocky areas, marshy lands
and the areas suffering from
harsh climatic conditions.
He said gulf countries
imported non-wood forest
produce from the forests of
India and after converting
those into valuable prod-
ucts and sold it back to
India and other countries.
He cited the examples of

to the deprived section
of society.

Dutt also urged the Indi-
an Forest Service officers
to protect, conserve and
utilise the vast resources of
the country to alleviate

poverty and bring prosper-
ity to poor, tribal and forest
dwellers.
