The data colleted from more
than 2,000 sites in different
forests across the country is
being analysed. The results
obtained have shown signifi-
cant changes in forest struc-
ture and diversity at many

places, which may be attrib-
uted to the climate change.”

Bahuguna said the ICFRE
was also conducting a study
on ‘Identification of extent
of forestlands in the forest
fringe villages’ for the
National Rain-fed Area
Authority This authority, he
added, was expected to set
up standards for formulat-
ing strategies for develop-
ment of rain-fed areas. The
study assesses forestlands
both qualitatively and quan-
titatively along the fringes
of villages with respect to
their ecological and produc-
tive status. The study would
provide an overall picture of
the villages in forest fringe
areas of 275 districts across
the nation.

He said soon the ICFRE
would launch a project of Rs 3
to Rs 5 crore to address the
livelihood issues of the tribal
people living on the fringes of
the forests using a viable
forestry-based model.
