The director general of
Indian Council of Forestry
Research and Education
(ICERE) believes that pro-
grammes like ‘Reducing
Emissions from Deforestation
and Forest Degradation plus
(REDD+)’ can potentially
improve the lives of the com-
munities living in fringe forest
areas along with achieving its
environmental objectives.
VK Bahuguna, the DG of
ICFRE, was addressing the
inauguration of a two-day long
programme on REDD+ for
Indian Forest Service in
Dehradun on Monday.
According to Bahuguna,
local communities who have
been traditionally conserving
forests will stand to gain in
terms of payment for envi-
ronmental services, a con-
cept which is quite new to
India.
