The food and water security of India
could be seriously compromised in
the next 10-15 years if the Government
continues to ignore the need for invest-
ment in the forest sector. Forests con-
tribute about six per cent of the GDP
but attract only 0.5 per cent investment,
said the Indian Council of Forestry
Research and Education (ICERE) direc-
tor general VK Bahuguna while releas-
ing the annual report 2011-2012 ‘and
semi-annual report June-December
2012 of the World Bank funded project
on Sustainable Land and Ecosystem
Management (SLEM).

Three studies entitled participato-
