Pointing at increased rain intensity in her nation, Chandani Wijayavardhane from Sri Lanka
said that the quantity had not changed much but intensity had increased consequently increas-
ing the challenges posed by landslides and floods. Sri Lanka’s susceptibility to glsasters caused
by climate change is understood due to the tsunami experienced by the island nation.

Referring to the weather reaching extremes in his nation, Zamir Hussain from Pakistan said
that while summers are extremely hot the winters are extremely chilly too. Stating that the mer-
cury level had started touching 44 degree Celsius in capital Islamabad, he stressed on the need
for environmental conservation considering the declined forest cover in Pakistan.
