Institute director Dr S8 Negi
said that it is important for a
world class institution like
FRI to set an example for

others to follow in the field *

of environmental conserva-
tion and enrichment.

By doing so FRI would
make a direct impact on the
Green Doon campaign as
envisioned by the State
Government for making
Dehradun a green and clean
city. Negi said this while
speaking at a gathering
organised as part of the
forestry and environment
awareness programme in
FRI on the occasion of World

Environment Day on
Saturday.
Addressing the gathering

on the occasion, the FRI
director said that one of the
things revealed during the
cleaning campaign undertak-
en by all the staff, officials

and family members in the
FRI campus was that the
issue of proper disposal of
garbage had been treated
with some carelessness by all.

Dr Negi stressed that
improper handling and unre-
strained dumping of large
amount of solid waste gener-
ated daily is a potential
threat to the health and
environment of the FRI

campus and  breeding
ground for disease vectors.
The Ecology and

Environment division of
FRI has started a solid waste
management facility for the
campus and we expect peo-
ple to cooperate in manag-
ing solid waste effectively,
added Dr Negi. Referring to
the Green Doon campaign
as envisioned by the State
Government, he said that
the FRI should set an exam-
ple for others to follow to
make the city green and

clean. Later talking to the
media, Dr Negi said that
Uttarakhand should also
implement a system being
operated on experimental
basis in  neighbouring
Himachal Pradesh wherein
tourists visiting Rohtang
Pass are made to take back
with them the polythene
and used plastic items that
they had at the time of
their arrival.

FRI senior scientist Dr
Prafulla Soni addressed the
gathering on the subject of
environment and forest con-
servation while SPS Rawat
gave a talk on different
aspects of climatic change.
Earlier, all the staff, officials
their family members
undertook a drive for clean-
ing the FRI campus of plas-
tic waste. They collected
about 200 sacks full of plas-
tic waste from different
parts of the FRI campus.
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
