Acam of scientists from
he Forest Research
Institute (FRI) in Dehradun
has left for Delhi to treat the
afflicted ornamental plants
supplied from across India to
Delhi for the Commonwealth
Games. In addition to this the
FRI is also involved in the
environmental aspects of var-
ious other works in Delhi like
creation of a butterfly park
and planned greening of fly-
overs

It is pertinent to mention
here that the FRI has already
supplied about 50,000 orna-
mental and flowering plants
to Delhi out of the nearly four
lakhs it is slated to supply for
the Commonwealth Games to
be held in the month of
October this year.

Talking to the Pioneer,
FRI director Dr SS Negi said
that apart from supplying
ornamental plants for the
Commonywealth Games, the
FRI is also involved in the
environmental aspects of dif-
ferent projects in Delhi like
the establishment of a but-
terfly park, creation of a bam-
boo setum opposite Raj Ghat
and the planned greening of
recently constructed flyovers
in Delhi after the completion
of the Commonwealth
Games.

Apart from the FRI in
Dehradun, nurseries from
different towns across India
including Pune, Kolkata,
Hyderabad and
Visakhapatanam are supply-
ing a total of six million pot-
| ted ornamental plants to
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Delhi for the Commonwealth
Games.

In addition to facilitating
supply of about four lakh
potted plants and ornamental
flora to Delhi, the FRI has
also been asked by the author-
ities in Delhi to depute a team,
for treating plants supplied by
other nurseries in India which
have been stricken by disease.

Head of the FRI
ulture Division Dr VRR
Singh is heading the team
which has left Dehradun for
Delhi. The plants supplied
from Visakhapatanam have
been afflicted with a disease
which the FRI team will treat,
in addition to tackling any
problem as far as plants are
concerned.

The FRI has also under-
taken various other works in
Delhi. According to Negi, the
FRI has created a bamboo
setum on the banks of the
Yamuna opposite Raj Ghat
where about 55 species of
bamboo from across the
nation have been planted
The site of the proposed but-
terfly park will also be
finalised at a meet to be held
onJune 5. Most probably the
Lodhi Garden site will be
selected for this.
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
