Tree Growers’ Melaon the theme ‘Forestry for Livelihood'was
organised by FRCER, Prayagraj on 1°' December, 2021 under Azadi ka
Amrit Mahotsav. It consisted of exhibitions stalls set up by various
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organizations and full day technical sessions in which forestry experts
delivered lectures for the benefit of farmers. The TGM attracted more
than 5000 visitors.

The stalls were established by FRCER, Sam Higginbottom University
of  Agriculture, Technology and Sciences (SHUATS)Prayagraj,
YashKrishiTaknikiEvamVigyan Kendra, Forest Department Kaushambi,
Forest Department Prayagraj, Central Inland Fisheries Research Institute

The programme was inaugurated by the chief guest Dr. Ajay
Kumar, MLA, Bara, Prayagraj while Dr. M.P. Singh, KVK In-Charge, Ganga
par region, Praygara was the special guest of the event. At the outset
Introductory Speechwas given by Dr.KumudDubey Extension In-Charge
which was followed by lighting of lamp by the distinguished guests and
scientists of FRCER.Thereafter, in his Welcome Address Dr. Sanjay Singh,
Head, FRCER emphasized on the importance of such melas for
promotion tree planting for income generation of the farmers through
several promising alternatives such as Drumstick, MeliaDubia, Gamhar,
Teak, Poplar, Amla and Shisham are available.

The firstlecture was from the director of Allahabad Advance
Agri Solutions,Dr. Gaurav Krishna. The topicof his lecture was 'Quality
seedling production through tissue culture’.Through his lecture he
informed the audience the process and steps of tissue culture which may
be adopted for best quality seedling production and how it can be used
most effectively. He explained about banana and bamboo tissue
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culture.lt was followed by the lecture of Dr.Hemant Kumar from SHUATS
on the topic ‘Forestry for farmers.” In his lecture he talked about how
agroforestry can be best utilised by farmers for maximum benefit.

After the first technical session, a ‘NukkadNatak' was performed by
NukkadNatayaAbhinaySansthan, Prayagraj, on the theme 'Har med Par
EkPed' for forestry awareness.Second technical session started after the
lunch which was chaired by Dr. Vibha Mishra, Director MSME, and co-
chaired byDr. Kalpana Srivastava, Senior Technical Officer, CIFRI,
Prayagraj. The first lecture in the second technical session was from CIFRI
by Dr. V.R. Thakur on the topic ‘Income generation through pisciculture.’
He explained in detail the process and steps involved in fish farming, and
how can it be utilised to generate maximum income. The second lecture
in this session was by YashKrishiTaknikiEvamVigyam Kendra on the topic
‘Micro bio-fertilizer & microbial bio-control’, it was followed by a lecture
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from Mr. Manoj Mishra, a progressive farmer on ‘Organic farming’. The
next and the last lecture of the day was by Mr. Basharat Khan on ‘Lac
culture’. After the technical sessions, a discussion session between

Experts and farmers was organised for clearing doubts or queries of the

farmers.
