The technologies related to forest products and livelihood enhancement 

including utilization of Lantana and other weeds for furniture, natural dyes, wood seasoning, 

wood and bamboo preservation, improved variety of seedlings,  agroforestry models, disease 

and insect pests of forestry species and their management and many more were displayed in 

the exhibition. In the exhibition, forest based products made by NGOs and SHGs, forestry 

operation instruments, handicrafts, handlooms and artifacts were exhibited by many NGOs 

and entrepreneurs. Among handicrafts, bamboo baskets, lamps, chairs, sofas, bird houses, 

light decorators were main attraction. Forestry operation tools and instruments like, 

telescope, bark marker, hega-meter were shown and made available for sale. Jute and cotton 

bags, cotton readymade, organic food products were also liked by visitors. Stone art also 

attracted people.  More than 500 people visited the exhibition. On this occasion the entry to 

all museums at FRI remained free for general public.
