Since forestry research is a long term, thereftie, project duration except for Tree

Improvement Projects, may be considered to be f@pt minimum of 5 years with a

provision of second phase of 2-3 years dependinth@progress and achievements.

For all Tree Improvement programmes a complete noagh for 15-20 years may be

prepared after through discussion and solicitingniop of the experts in the field.

Accordingly sub-projects may be approved throughspiy. Development of package and

practices for tree improvement in case of foresteg species is quite difficult within a

short duration of time so such type of project psaids should be framed for longer time.
The projects be sent for review by at least twonemi referees who are eminent in the field.
The referee should submit a comprehensive reviewwarommendations for the proposal in
descriptive form.
At least 5 per cent of the Plan budget should bmaiked for activities such as development
of databases, repair/upkeep of museums, extenstositias and any other activity which is
required for R&D. More funds should be reservedifdensive extension activities of the
research findings.
ICFRE should initiate All India Coordinated Projg@&ICP) for addressing the strategic
research issues. There is lot of funding availdbteclimate change research by Govt. of
India and ICFRE Institutes must compete for thiggut funding for its research projects on
climate change research. The AICP may encompasBRHECinstitutes, FRCs, State
Agricultural Universities. The time tested mechamisf ICAR’s All India Coordinated
Research Projects (AICRP) may serve as role model.
Institutes may explore the possibility for funditige project proposals on Environmental
Impact Assessment of the areas falling under amgtoaction projects from the concerned
Department/ Firm/Company as EIA/EMP studies are datory for such type of projects
before initiation of the works instead of submigtisuch type of project proposal from
ICFRE for approval.
It is a good initiative that a data base is beirgppred for all the research projects conducted
by the ICFRE after 1990’s. Once it is availableima| it will help the researcher in literature
review and will avoid duplication. Efforts should made to upgrade the same.



Micro-propagation techniques are not advisablerfass propagation for those species where
other means of vegetative propagation techniqueshéss multiplication could be developed
easily. Micro-propagation techniques should be igafacused for conservation of such
threatened taxa where other propagation methodgugteedifficult to develop.
